Clive Endersby has an extensive cv as an award-winning writer and script editor in 
international pre-school and children’s programming, both animation and live action. He 
has story-edited over 117 hours of produced television and written over 130 hours of 
produced television. At TV Ontario he wrote over 200 scripts and helped create some of 
their flagship series.  He has been mostly based in the North American market but is now 
also working extensively in the UK.   
 
UK credits include: Zenith Entertainment's highly acclaimed animated comedy show for 
the 6-9’s KING ARTHUR'S DISASTERS voiced by Rik Mayall, Matt Lucas and Morwenna 
Banks, co-produced by Cake Entertainment and Neptuno Films, Spain (Script Editor - 
Series I, 2005 and Series II, 2006) and Novel Entertainment's HORRID HENRY for CITV 
adapted from Francesca Simon's bestselling books (Script Editor, Series I, 2006-7 and 
episode writer, Series II, 2008). Clive was attached as Script Editor on DEAD
